
A Message for Belle Pond Farm Residents Containing
Suggestions for Controlling Mosquitoes from the Faidax County Health Dept

The Fairfax County Health Dept is asking local Homeowners Associations to share
information with homeowners regarding mosquito control this summer. The Zika virus is
spread by mosquitoes and can cause serious birth defects and other complications
during pregnancy. This virus has NOT been found in Northern Virginia, but it was found
in North America for the first time in 2016. People who travel to areas where Zika is
active and return home infected with the virus also pose a threat. For more information
on the Zika virus, please visit the county's website at gyyw,"fAt1axepgnly.S.e_v/hd.

The Fairtax County Health Department recommends that residents take the following
precautions to control mosquitoes around their homes this summer:

1) Eliminate Standing Water-
Mosquitoes can breed in as little as a teaspoon of water. Discard any standing water

from flower pots, buckets, drain pipes, tarps, toys, etc.

2)Treat Standing Water with Larvicide-
lf water cannot be eliminated, treat with mosquito-specific, environmentally friendly

products such as'Mosquito Dunks'and follow directions on the label.

3)Treat Yard with Insecticide if Necessary-
lf mosquitoes are biting, consider treating the lawn with an insecticide and follow the

safety instructions on the label.

4)Keep Yard and Property Clean and Maintained-
Dispose of all litter, debris, old containers, old tires, etc. Keep grass trimmed low and

properly maintain vegetation and flower beds.

S)Wear Insect Repellent-
Wear an EPA-registered insect repellent that is safe and effective when outdoors.

6)Dress to Protecl-
Wear loose fitting, long sleeved shirts and long pants for extra protection outdoors.

7)Keep Mosquitoes Out of Your Home-
Keep windows and doors closed as much as possible. Check all window screens and

make repairs or replacements if necessary. Use air conditioning when possible.
